The Government of Ukraine has received financing from the World Bank to implement Serving People, Improving Health Project. The Department of Capital Construction of Vinnytsia City Council, within Sub-project in Vinnytsia oblast, intends to apply for consulting services on engineering and supervision for the construction.
The main objective of the assignment is to provide professional management of the construction process of the "Vinnytsia Regional Clinical Center for Treatment and Diagnostics of Cardiovascular Diseases" (hereinafter referred to as Cardiac Care Center, Object), including engineering and consulting, monitoring and supervision for the construction, advising/assisting Sub-project Management Unit (hereinafter – SMU) in the procurement of the Contractor, and advising the SMU during bidding process and bids evaluation, providing relevant transfer of knowledge from the Consultant to the Client's employees. The objective of the Consultant's services is providing for timely and high-quality construction of the Cardiac Care Center in full compliance with Civil Works Contract.

The consulting services (“the Services”) inter-alia include:
· assess Project documentation, review detailed design document and provide expertise/recommendations to the Client;

· provide pre-contract services on procurement procedures of the World Bank: assist to the Client/SMU to elaborate bidding documents to select the Contractor for civil construction at the stage of bid evaluation;

· provide oversight, including engineering supervision of all construction/installation and commissioning works, including all required measurements; control of timing, scope, cost and quality of works under the Construction Contract;

· oversee the logistics of the construction project;

· review and approve Certificate of performed works provided by the Contractor; 

· supervise and advise on approval for any changes and amendments to the Project documentation;

· ensure compliance with the environmental protection plan;

· take measures to carry out all required (additional) construction audits;

· control over sound (correct) keeping technical, as-built and other necessary documentation, including reporting, by the Contractor;

· set claims on behalf of the Client to the Contractor;

· take part in commissioning of constructed object.

Estimated period of Services delivery – 46 months from the date of the contract signing.
Detailed Terms of Reference as part of the Request for Proposals will be sent to shortlisted consultants.

Department of Capital Construction of Vinnytsia City Council now invites eligible consulting firms (“Consultants”) to indicate their interest in providing the Services. Interested Consultants should provide information demonstrating that they have the required qualifications and relevant experience to perform the Services. 
The shortlisting criteria are: 
1) Proven successful track record of rendering engineering and consulting supervision for the construction (from the commencement of the construction till commissioning) of minimum 3 (three) construction projects of similar size and nature  (preferably of medical facilities, health care institutions) during last 10 (ten) years;

2) Experience in supervising FIDIC contracts;

3) Experience in supervising contracts financed by International financial institutions is desirable 
The attention of interested Consultants is drawn to paragraph 1.9 of the World Bank’s Guidelines: Selection and Employment of Consultants under IBRD Loans and IDA Credits & Grants by World Bank Borrowers issued in January 2011 (revised in July 2014) (”Consultant Guidelines”), setting forth the World Bank’s policy on conflict of interest.

Consultants may associate with other firms in the form of a joint venture or a subconsultancy to enhance their qualifications.

A Consultant will be selected in accordance with the quality- and cost-based selection method set out in the Consultant Guidelines.
